	· Trick
	Black Hawk demonstrated how bubbles are heavier than air.  Then he put dry ice in a container and demonstrated how the same bubbles would float in the carbon dioxide gas that was given off as the ice melted. He then lit candles at different levels in the container and showed how the candles at the lower elevations would go out first as the carbon dioxide displaced the oxygen.
